Shiraz, known previously as Hermitage in Australia, has played many roles in the Wine industry.  As a grape it is very forgiving in difficult 
vintages and will produce wines of attractive and sound drinking where many other varieties will not. 

It is a grape variety that has made many of Australia’s most famous wines and has thrived very well in the development of many new 
viticultural regions in the country.  Shiraz is a variety that has great outcomes in traditional viticultural areas and the more recent cooler 

vineyard sites that have been developed. 
In traditional sites such as the Barossa, McLaren Vale and the Hunter, Shiraz produce wonderfully rich red berry fruit styles with often 

complex dusty characters such as tobacco, mocha and spice.  In cooler areas, such as Macedon, Beechworth, Pyrenees and the Yarra the 
same grape can produce wines of great quality but different characters….dark berry fruit, pepper, spice and herbal complexity, long tannins 

and savoury depth. 
In acknowledging this greatness of Shiraz produced in very distinctive and individual  terroirs,  we have chosen a range of highly lauded  

Shiraz wines , which will give fascinating drinking over the next few years.  They will equally cellar very well over many years as each wine 
has a reputation for greatness and consistency.
